The FAA has summed up the situation pretty well with its ‘Best Equipped, Best Served’ approach: the time for operators to outfit their aircraft is now.  ICG’s NxtLink Series ICS-120A and ICS-220A transceivers provide the communications required to meet the mandates and to secure the most advantageous transoceanic and polar routing options.”

 Among the major elements for obtaining operational approval for FANS are flight manual revisions, developing operational specifications, Standard Operating Procedures and crew training. “Overlook Consulting has a solid background in developing the associated manuals, training and documentation needed to obtain operational approval from the relevant regulatory agencies.
